The book examines the emotional and mental journey of the 

main character throughout, and when the author delves into 

the science of space exploration and trying to live on Mars, 

he does so in a manner that allows even the least 

scientifically-inclined reader to stay engaged. All in all, a very 

good read that I would heartily recommend.
